DUTIES, GOALS AND OBJECTIVES
DESCRIPTION: 
This is a one month elective rotation. There are no night calls or weekend duties specific to this rotation. 

DUTIES: 
1. The resident should see all patients (inpatient and outpatient) every day. Residents are required to attend and be active participants in patient care. This is primarily an ambulatory rotation and the resident is expected to maintain his/her continuity clinic. 

2. When instructed, residents are required to complete consultations on hospitalized patients with complete data collection and be prepared to present and discuss the patient on rounds with the attending. 

3. The resident is not required, but encouraged to see consults and follow-up patients in the hospital on weekends. 

4. Residents will be given appropriate Nephrology EMR templates for outpatient and inpatient documentation. Proper note structure will be reviewed with resident. All notes should be completed by the end of they day. 
5. Residents will have access to Nephrology Rotation Folder which contains high yield articles on various nephrology topics; nephrology lectures which will be reviewed during non-clinic time with resident; e—books for reference 

GOALS AND OBJECTIVES: 
A. Medical Knowledge: Residents are expected to demonstrate knowledge of established and evolving biomedical, clinical and social sciences, and the application of their knowledge to patient care. Residents will apply an open-minded, analytical approach to acquiring new knowledge, access and critically evaluate current medical information and scientific evidence and apply this knowledge to clinical problem-solving, clinical decision-making, and critical thinking. 
	Goal 1 
Understand how to diagnose and manage common conditions, which generally do not require referral by a practicing pediatrician. Examples include: 

	a. Urinary tract infection. 

b. Vesicoureteral reflux (low grade) 

c. Dehydration 

d. Microscopic hematuria 
	e. Orthostatic proteinuria 

f. Mild Electrolyte disturbances of Na+ or K+ g. Enuresis 

h. Mild hydronephrosis 

i.  Elevated BP


	Goal 2 
Understand how to recognize and initiate management of conditions which generally require referral by a practicing pediatrician. Examples include: 

	a. Acute kidney injury 

b. Chronic kidney disease (different stages) 

c. Nephrotic syndrome 

c. Glomerulonephritis 

e. Severe electrolyte imbalance 

f. Hypertension 

g. Hemolytic uremic syndrome 

h. Renal mass or cyst 

i. Obstructive uropathy 

j. Urolithiasis 

k. Diabetes insipidus 

l. Tubular defects (e.g., RTA, Fanconi's Bartter's) 

m. Syndromes of inappropriate secretion of ADH 

n. Congenital renal malformations 


	Goal 3
Understand the physiology of body fluid and electrolyte derangements which may occur, and their therapy. This includes: 

	Objectives 
a. Knowledge about the normal physiology of body fluids (water) and salts including the intracellular versus extracellular component, composition of salt in each, intake and output, sensible and insensible losses, and normal daily requirements. 

b. Signs and symptoms of dehydration and calculating fluid deficits. 

c. Different types of dehydration and the etiologies of each. 

d. Maintenance, deficits, and anticipated on-going losses, calculating fluid therapy including water and salt content for patients presenting with the various types of dehydration. 

e. Ability to monitor IV fluid therapy in patients and make appropriate changes. 

f. Differences in composition of the commonly used fluids (intravenous and oral rehydration solutions). 

g. Correct interpretation of acid base laboratory values, differential diagnosis of metabolic acidosis and alkalosis, develop a step-wise approach to the diagnosis, and institute appropriate therapy. 


B. Patient Care 
	Goal 1 
Provide patient care that is compassionate, appropriate and effective for the promotion of health, prevention of illness, treatment of disease and at the end of life. 


Objectives 
a. Gather accurate, essential information from all sources, including medical interviews, physical examinations, medical records and diagnostic/therapeutic procedures. 

b. Make informed recommendations about preventive, diagnostic and therapeutic options and interventions that are based on clinical judgment, scientific evidence, and patient preference. 

c. Develop, negotiate and implement effective patient management plans and integration of patient care. 
d. Complete required reading (articles in Nephrology Folder) 

e. Complete end of rotation test and review with attending during last week of rotation
